ASKing is of primary importance.
We should ask often, continually, and
intentionally but we must ASK! Jesus
said when we ask, something will be
given.

SEEKing implies we need to know
more, be directed and specific in our
asking and not to give up. Jesus said
when we seek we will find.

KN OCKing suggests that our
asking becomes so insistent that it
breaks through any resistance. Jesus
describes this as an opened door.

God invites all who believe in Jesus
Christ as Lord and Savior to pray for
our churches, communities and all
nations. God invites all of us to ASK
for all of them.
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Come and
ASK with us!

ASK Network exists to serve God's
Kingdom purposes worldwide.
(Matthew 7:7-8; John 15:7-8) We
accomplish this in two ways:

» Equipping the people of God
through teaching tools, prayer
resources and gatherings. Anyone
who desires to pray the will
of God with authority can be
empowered to do so through
the Word and by the Spirit.
(Ephesians 6:17-18, Hebrews
4:12-13)

The distinctive calling of ASK
Network is to listen to God before
we pray, and before we act. We wait
for Him to speak through His Word
(scripture), taking responsibility to
respond to what the Holy Spirit is
revealing.

When God says in Psalm 2:8 “ASK
Me and I will make the nations your
inheritance,” He is speaking as to
Jesus. However, as followers of Jesus
we too can respond to this invitation
extended to all who will ASK.

P ASK God to give you a vision of
what will happen through your
prayers for nations

P ASK God to give you His love and
compassion for nations

P ASK God big things for nations

“...There before me was a great
multitude that no one could
count, from every nation, tribe,
people, and language stand
before the throne and in front
of the Lamb.” (Revelation 7:9)

On that day our
ASKing will have
ceased, but until then
our prayers can and
must prepare for the
coming of that great day!

Doing Whatever
He ASKS

“...Receive from Him anything we ASK, because
we obey His commands and do what pleases
Him.” 1 John 3:22

In ASK Network we ASK with fasting, as
the Lord directs. Often this is a devotional
practice of abstaining from food or drink, but
God may ask any kind of a fast. We seek to
heed God’s cry to His own people in Isaiah
58 and to abstain from sinful behaviors that
perpetuate oppression and injustice.

P Loose the chains of injustice

P Set the oppressed free

» Break every yoke

» Share your food with the hungry

» Provide the poor wanderer with shelter
» Clothe the naked

» Don’t turn away from your own flesh
and blood

» Do away with the pointing finger and
malicious talk

» Keep your feet from breaking the
Sabbath
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
